Registration Information

A team consists of at least 3 individuals and must not exceed 6 individuals. Each team must pay $16 per player. This cost includes the registration fee, shirts, court costs, and prizes. The money should be paid in full, 30 minutes prior to tip off of the first game on April 6th or the team will be disqualified. Any team that wishes to receive a tournament tank top with registration must pay the fee by March 10th. This payment should be made via the link on our website: www.dsiunc.weebly.com. The payment may also be mailed, by check, to; 1021 Dawes Street, Chapel Hill, NC 27516. Final team rosters (meaning no changes can be made after) should be submitted by March 15th, at 11:59 P.M. If this packet is submitted then the team involved is fully expected to pay all fees unless they withdraw before the March 1st, at 11:59 P.M. deadline. The charge for team entrance after this date is $17.76 per person. On the day of the tournament each individual member per team will sign in and be required to have picture ID present with them. If no picture ID is present then that individual will not be allowed to play on the team. The name on the ID must match the name on the final roster submitted by the team captain.
Every team should be in Woolen Gymnasium for registration at 12:00 PM. This will allow us to get through with registration confirmation in a precise manner and also allow us to get the games going once every team is registered. The completion of registration includes each player paying $10, signing the medical release form, turning in team registration form, and having ID confirmed.
Delta Sigma Iota can not reiterate enough that FIGHTING will not be tolerated.  A combination of any intentional fouls throughout the two day event will result in Ejection for the remainder of the tourney. ONE fight and ONE fight only will also result in ejection from the tourney.  Any attempt to physically harm another player/ref/or audience member (includes punches, swings, kicks, flashing, spitting, etc...). Whether or not the swing, kick, or spit lands on the person will also result in being ejected from the remainder of the tourney as well.
Round Robin Rules

The teams will each play two random round robin games. In every game there will be two 15 minute halves and a 5 min halftime. Based on the W-L record, teams will be placed into the brackets for single elimination which will take place 30 minutes after the round robin tournament has been played. In the case of ties in W-L record, the determinants of higher ranking will be:

1. Head to head match-up

2. Point Differential

3. Points allowed

4. Points scored
5. Coin Toss
After the Round Robin is completed, playoff games will start once the 30 minute rest period has expired. The number 1 and 2 teams of each bracket will receive a first round bye. The playoff schedule will be determined by ranking.
WE WILL HAVE TWO LAPTOPS in order to keep track of registration and scores. The refereeing of the game will be done by 2 hired officials per game. Volunteers will help keep track of score and fouls. This will allow us to make sure that the score is being kept and recorded onto the laptop appropriately. The call made on the court is final. 
*The number of teams allowed entrance into the tournament is subject to change and depending on the number of teams registered the format of the tournament may also be subject to change.
